The Righteous Brothers (Unchained Melody) – Bill Medley and Bobby Hatfield were not actual brothers. You might also remember Bill having ‘the time of his life’ in the duet with Jennifer Warnes, made famous by the film Dirty Dancing (classic!).

The Beverley Sisters (I Saw Mommy Kissing Santa Claus) – three sisters from Bethnal Green – the British answer to the Andrews Sisters (allegedly).

The Jacksons (Can You Feel It?) – recorded before Michael went solo, and the rest was HIStory (MJ super-fans will get the reference!).
